Described as "the bloodiest small unit struggle in the experience of American arms” by US Army Historian S.L.A. Marshall (“Night Drop” 1962), far too little has been documented about one of the most harrowing, costly and critically decisive actions in Normandy – the 82nd Airborne Battle of La Fiere.  Here in the preserved French countryside, filmmakers explore the present-day battlefield with combat veterans, colorful locals and acclaimed WWII historians, uncovering secrets of a ferocious battle that took place more than 60 years ago while presenting the overwhelming sense gratitude which presides over this sacred place.  Adding to the film’s intense personal interviews, innovative state-of-the-art animations and exclusive High Definition archival footage, the National D-Day Museum has authorized first-time access to hundreds of hours of audio interviews conducted by the late historian Stephen E. Ambrose with key combat veterans.  These elements, combined with voice-over narratives recorded directly from oral histories and post-combat interviews conducted by S.L.A.Marshall just days after the conflict, provide a unique viewing experience by bringing to life the extraordinary accounts of these brave soldiers, many no longer with us and some who never returned.
